Before 1740 :

· Late baroque  framework synagogue was built as the back part of a building
· Oldest  synagogue in Lower Saxony
1883:

· Extensive modernisation and aggrandizement of the women’s gallery,as well as plumb glazing of the windows with coloured glass and painting of the interior
9./10.11.1938: 

· In the ‚Progrom’ night the synagogue was smashed up by Celler’s SA

· destruction of Torah rolls and cultural items 
· the synagogue served as a stockroom (only till end of war)

1938-1943

· House of Jews for the Jews before the transportation to the extermination camp
1945

· Re-establishment of a new parish for worship of new, (basically founded by survivers all over Bergen-Belsen)  
1969
· City of Celle took prossession of the synagogue with the near homes, of former jewish school and  residence for municipal employees
1973/74
· Extensive restauration and inauguration by Rabbi Dr. Nathan Peter Levinson
1996/97
· Equipping of exhibition rooms to the front houses
