Since the rise of Hitler in Berlin was his intention clear and through the port I was also affected.

The brother of my mother had a pension in Florence, and she asked him to invite me: an invitation to foreign countries allowed ,at the beginning of the connection, to obtain a passport.

I took summer - and winter clothing, books, and money (as far as I had saved through private lessons) with me.

 Never, from national and religious conviction.

 Never.

6.When was it clear for you what Hitler had planned with Jews?
 When we heard of deportations.

8.What was the reaction of your family on the impending danger?

 Fear.

10) How long did it take until after the liberation to find back you’re everyday life?
Fortunately I was never in a concentration camp, so there weren’t any problems for me.

11) Could you imagine that something like this could happen again?

In what way would you act differently? 
Iran and supporters want to eradicate Jews in general and specifically Israel. What Israel is concerned, I’ll go under with the others. They can not harm the world's Jews, they will always exist, even if local carnage are foreseen.

12) How many of your family members have survived the Holocaust?

My sister emigrated to Palestine. My blessed parents were killed in Auschwitz. All other family members were able to emigrate at the right time.
